In our fifth decadewe are keento continueanddevelopour commissioning. Overthe next few years
we plan to create a set of four new works basedaround the seasonsof the year for individualuse
within our standardrepertoire, but alsoasa singleentity providingan hour-long sequenceof music
following the cycleof the seasons. PeterMaxwell-Davieshasalreadycontributed a work for Winter,
and we haveaskedJamesMacMillan to write a piece about Spring. Wehopeto have the full cycle
availablefor recordingby 2015. Webelievethat this quartet of compositionswill becomea wonderful
additionto the repertoireof manychoralensembles.

In addition to thesepiecesby establishedcomposers,we are keento promote the work of younger
writers through further commissionsand compositioncompetitions. Inspired by [ƛƎŜǘƛΩǎNonsense
Madrigalsand by the wonderful Renaissancesecularworks in our repertoire, we will be launchinga
MadrigalCompetitionin 2013.
